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Capital Campaign Update

renovations to St. Paul School’s kitchen. A new fire suppression exhaust hood was installed to get the kitchen up to 

code. Two new coolers and a stove were purchased as well. An energy efficient water tank, fans and LED lights have been 

installed. The layout of the kitchen was completely redesigned to be more functional. This upgrade has allowed St. Paul 

School to continue to provide nourishing meals to the students and hold various events in the cafeteria. 

St. Paul School received the exciting news that the Diocese of Wheeling-Charleston has approved to begin construction 

on the new heating and cooling system. TUDI Mechanical Construction has begun the project and it is on schedule to 

be completed by the beginning of the 2016-2017 school year! 

The renovation to the infrastructure of the St. Paul School building will help match all the great achievements that have 

been going on within its walls for decades!

This year grant money was used by the third and fourth grade students to plant a portable herb and vegetable garden this 

spring. By teaching the students how to plant and maintain a garden they began to understand where food comes from, 

to make healthier choices by choosing fresh produce, and to stay active as they take care of their garden.
